Rather, par-
ents, grandparents and adults who serve as role models for 
our youth are!  It is the responsibility of the adults in our 
community to model good Christian living to our youth, 
and to not be afraid to suggest a church vocation to a young 
person. If we suggest it or are supportive of it, our young 
people might see this as a viable option. 
 

Also, we have some great role models with us on the staff 
of our cluster.  Fr. Richard and Fr. Michael bring years of 
commitment to the Church through ordination and each of 
our deacons is wonderfully committed to both the vocation 
of marriage and ordination of service to our community.  
Mike Drexler and Sue Versluys have served as lay minis-
ters in our church for most of their professional careers and 
are joyful in this service.  And Sr. Maria Elena and I are 
living the life of consecrated women and are happy to share 
the joys of this life.  We have some significant anniversa-
ries of our staff coming up this year.

Sr. Maria 
Elena will celebrate her Golden Jubilee (50 years) in the 
Fall and Deacon Ed and Jean Mathis are married 50 years 
this year!

As parents, grandparents, godparents, aunts and uncles, 
how supportive are you of a church vocation?
